Marriage is Established by God

It was God Himself that established the marriage of Adam and 
Eve.  This strongly shows that marriage is according to God’s 
plan.  It is through marriage that God’s purpose is carried out 
and man can live a happy and satisfied life.  

God intended that Adam and Eve would live their entire lives 
together.  They were to share everything – the good times and 
the hard times.  They were to be committed to one another in 
an unbreakable bond.  Love is called the “golden chain” that 
joins two people together when they get married.  That chain is 
actually attached by God Himself.  It should never be broken 
by man.

Marriage is a commitment of two people to one another in 
an exclusive way.  Neither of 
them should be committed to 
anyone else in the same way 
as they are committed to their 
own husband or wife.  

Marriage is a promise of a 
man to share his most intimate 
life and love with his wife for 
the rest of his life.  It is also 
the same promise from the 
wife to her husband.

God blessed Adam and Eve after their marriage and told them 
to be fruitful and fill the earth with their many children and 
descendents.  Through His wisdom, God had put the couple 
together and He wanted to see them become a family.

Through marriage and the family, many people are brought 
into existence for God’s purpose.  Without many people, 
God can never fulfill His purpose.  This is why marriage was 
ordained by God and why marriage is so important to God.  It 
is also a very important part of human life.
